Australia Awards scholarships are prestigious international awards offered
by the Australian Government to the next generation of global leaders for
development. Through study and research, recipients develop the skills and
knowledge to drive change and help build enduring people-to-people links
with Australia.

Applicants are assessed on their professional and personal qualities,
academic competence and, most importantly, their potential to impact on
development challenges in Vietnam.

Applications are strongly encouraged from women, people with disability and
other marginalised groups. A support scheme is available to assist equal
participation by applicants with disability and from other marginalised groups.

Priority fields of study

The priority areas of study for Vietnam are:

» Governance and Economic Growth (economics, competition,
international trade, public policy, public administration, public finance
management, corporate finance, law to support economic integration,
entrepreneurship and innovation)

+ Infrastructure and Transport (project management and financing,
traffic forecasting, transport engineering, social and environmental
safeguards, urban transport planning and management, transport
master planning, public-private partnership, transport economics, road
safety and audit, logistics and supply chain management including
maritime logistics management)

- Water and sanitation (water management, water engineering, water
quality and supply systems, water and waste water, water
governance, water security, drought management, marine pollution)

+ Education (educational studies, education management, institutional
governance, adult and vocational education management)

« Gender Equality (gender and development, women'’s studies, social
work, social policy, women'’s leadership)

+ Agriculture and Rural Development (Agricultural-Forestry-Fisheries
sciences, agribusiness, agricultural economics, rural development,
